From an interview with Ray Bradbury: 

“Now, Bradbury has decided to make news about the writing of his iconographic work and what he really meant. Fahrenheit 451 is not, he says firmly, a story about government censorship...This, despite the fact that reviews, critiques and essays over the decades say that is precisely what it is all about.”

If Fahrenheit 451 is not meant to be a fearful book about government censorship, then what other future problems do you think Bradbury is trying to warn against in his novel? Be sure to use specific references to the text to support your argument.
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
